An extended abstract can contain a summary of your Ph.D. project or a chapter 
of your dissertation thesis. The submission should include your contact information (name, affiliation  
and email address). Deadline for submission is July 2nd 2010. Notification of acceptance will be given  
by the end of August 2010.

For presenters without funding, a limited number 
of travel grants is available. Applications for travel 
grants have to be handed in with submission of the 
paper.
